“The big news this year is the fact that we have amalgamated with our neighbours in Lyme
Handley. This has meant some administrative updates and some name changes but
thankfully the essence of the parish council has remained with the same councillors taking us
forward.

At the beginning of the financial year we had the opportunity to apply for grant money to
refresh our village playing field and play area. As with most local government this has taken
some time, complicated by the fact that the land is owned by Cheshire East. Eventually we
gained permission from them, and we are now planning a consultation to gauge public
opinion. Hopefully we could see some major improvement in this public facility in the next 12
months.

We had some celebrations to commemorate the King’s coronation. This was, as always, well
supported, not least by our friends in Whaley Bridge Brass Band. It is always fantastic when
we have an excuse to get the village together. Next month we remember the D Day landings
and once again to bring the village residents out to honour those that were part of this
historical day.

We also hope to have more events at the Village Hall. We continue to support the CRTA and
hope to have more artists to perform in the village in the autumn. We have a date for a band
to play later in the year and will endeavour to open up the hall for more events. It has taken
us a little while following Covid, but | am sure we can get back to all our regular activities.
We continue to maintain the Memorial Hall and there are some big plans afoot to upgrade
the main hall area and are currently getting quotes and hope that this will cause as little
disruption as possible. We will await more news regarding this work.

We had some issues in the village with surface water and minor flooding during the many
months of rain that we have had. Thankfully we were able to get the highways team to come
and assess the gulleys and we hope that they will continue to maintain the drainage on a
more regular basis.

The parish council were involved in helping the school in their plans for traffic calming. This
has been approved and work should start shortly. While working with others we had a fell
race recently and the use of the memorial hall helped the organisation on the day. Hopefully
this will be an annual event.

It is great that we have regular users of the village hall and I'm grateful for their support
along with locals who hire the hall for parties and celebrations. We aim to ensure the hall is a
hub in the community and that it is a welcoming space for everyone.

Finally a thanks to all of our parish councillors who work behind the scenes to plan events,
keep things running and listen to our residents.”

off in favour of digital phone lines to express concern about how, without mobile
phone reception in the village, residents would become vulnerable in the event
of a power cut. David Rutley MP, in turn, contacted mobile phone providers to
seek updates on if they had any plans to extend mobile reception to the village.
Vodafone responded that, whilst there are a number of sites within 5 km, the
low-lying location of the village meant that signal did not reach the village.
Furthermore, Vodafone are unable to further optimise the existing cell sites to
improve coverage.

Virgin responded that they have made a request with the network deployment
team for more mobile coverage in the area and this will be assessed however,
there is no time frame of when wider coverage would be available and at present
no plans are in place to build any new masts within a closer proximity to the
area.

David Rutley MP also informed Clerk that he has written to the Department for
Culture, Media and Sport for an update on Government’s plans in the area and
assured Clerk that he will continue to keep monitoring the issue over the months
ahead.
