Clerk received an email from Tim Roca MP in response to a letter sent to him
regarding the increase in fly-tipping in the area and the residents and Parish
Councils concerns over the closure of the local waste disposal centres in
Poynton and Bollington. He stated how he has previously emphasised, with
Cheshire East Council, the need to review the decision on the closure of the tips
and an increased enforcement / surveillance to deter fly-tipping.

Clerk received an email from Cheshire East Council detailing the recharge that
will be due to the Parish Council for the Parish Elections in May 2027 should the
election be contested. The charges for Kettleshulme & Lyme Handley Parish
Council would be £271.60 and CE have suggested making accrued financial
provisions for this charge across the next 3 financial years. Clerk suggested to
Council that due to the relatively low recharge to the Parish Council, instead of
amending the Precept for 2025/26, this could be accrued within 2026/27 and
2027/28 at £135.80 per year instead.
